academia, and the private sector. In the public sector, Dr. Flowers was appointed
Chief Economist for the U.S. Department of Commerce as a senior executive
under the Clinton administration, served as Senior Adviser on Economic Statistics
with the Congressional Budget Office, Special Adviser to the U.S. Small Business
Administration’s Associate Deputy Administrator for Government Contracts and
Minority Enterprise Development, Program Manager and Economist supporting
the Chairman of the D.C. Financial Responsibility and Management Assistance
Authority, and Senior Economist with the Federal Communications Commission
implementing deregulation policies for the cable industry. Dr Flowers joined the
Federal Aviation Administration in 2002, as a senior member of the Strategic
Planning Group. In this position she is responsible for leading major planning
projects to develop the long-term strategic plans to align resources to achieve the
FAA’s Next Generation Air Transportation System. She has worked in the private
sector as a consultant for federal contracting companies and as a Member of the
Technical Staff and Team Lead with The MITRE Corporation.
